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THE AMERICAN «CHALLENGE TO THE WORLD
COMMUNITY>» IN A CHANGING GLOBAL CONTEXT

(International Online Conference «The Crisis of the Global Dimension of American Democracy»)

US President Joe Biden begins a new round of struggle for
global democracy.

But this new round will take place in qualitatively new condi-
tions.

Firstly, the belief in the universality of democracy in the ver-
sion of the United States and its closest allies, its attractiveness in
the minds of a large number of peoples and countries is increas-
ingly being questioned today.

Secondly, the principle used by the United States today «who
is not with us is against us» does not allow us to talk about any
democratic position.

Thirdly, the coalition of democratic countries formed by Joe
Biden increasingly resembles an elite club with claims to exclu-
sivity. This position causes rejection in many countries of the
world.

Fourth, the treatment of the United States leadership even with
its closest NATO allies and with the regional powers traditionally
oriented towards Washington obviously does not meet democrat-
ic principles. The US is obviously neglecting the interests of the
members of the European Union, who are losing from the con-
flict in Ukraine and as a result of the rupture of their relations with
Russia. But this circumstance does not prevent the US leadership
from pushing these countries on a destructive path for them.

The current attitude of the United States towards Turkey and
Saudi Arabia, which have sought and are striving to defend their
own interests in the international arena, raises questions.

Finally, the international context itself has changed. Thus, the
active implementation of very unpopular decisions by EU govern-
ments without long discussions (for example, President Macron's
pension reform in France) leads to the fact that many Europeans
today are no longer sure that they live in a democracy. The idea of
what constitutes democratic governance is distorted today by the
fact that fear and uncertainty reign in people's minds.

The propaganda campaign in the Western media against Rus-
sia is formed according to unified patterns, which violates the
principle of freedom of speech, which is so important for West-
ern adherents of democracy. Democracy lies in a knockdown, but
President Biden says he wants to give a decent answer. He seeks
to mobilize a broad coalition of governments of various countries

that Washington considers democratic powers, with the aim of de-
terring such powers as China and Russia.

Meanwhile, Biden's policies and their compliance with dem-
ocratic standards also raise questions. At the same time, many
Americans are determined to fix their democracy by making it
more fair and responsible. They criticize the Biden administra-
tion for its lack of genuine respect for the real needs of American
voters.

Finally, the United States is overly ideologizing the very con-
cept of «democracy». The concept of «retreat from democracy»,
which is so often used by the State Department, has blinded ma-
ny in the American government to the fact that a simple Cold War
continuum with democracy at one end and authoritarianism at
the other end is no longer enough. «Apostasy» — a concept intro-
duced by missionaries to explain how pagans recently converted
to Christianity «return to their pre—Christian customs and mores»
— confuses rather than explains anything, since for missionaries
apostates were worse than atheists.

In fact, the liberal democracies of the modern world have lost
their monopoly on defining what «democracy» is, including for
domestic political reasons. According to a recent study conducted
by the sociological organization «Pew Research», the vast majori-
ty of Americans and French are deeply disappointed with their po-
litical systems. Some are not even sure that they live in a democra-
cy. This is also true for many other European countries.

Thus, the Biden administration and its allies themselves are ac-
tively destroying in the minds of many people the very concept of
what democracy is. If the Biden administration is guided by the
ratings of «Freedom House» or «V Dem» in order to distinguish
between «enemies» and «friends» of democracy, it will inevitably
lose the support of many societies and countries. The latter will
mean the collapse of any attempts by the US administration to
hide behind democratic principles in foreign policy.

Biden and his associates need to remember that in our world
saturated with social media, hypocrisy is the main vice. And if the
legitimacy of democratic activists comes from their ability to tell
the truth to the authorities, the international legitimacy of demo-
cratic governments comes from their ability to follow democratic
principles not in words, but in practice.
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
