The subject of the study is the functional features of com-
municative tasks used in the study of English-language med-
ical text to ensure adequate understanding by students of the

mation embedded in the structure of the text. The object of
the study is communicative tasks aimed at developing stu-
dents’ oral speech skills, implemented in an interactive for-
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mat in the context of working with an educational text with a
different number of participants. The communicative poten-
tial of tasks constructed taking into account different volumes
of conceptual content of the medical text of the textbook in
English for future doctors is demonstrated. To carry out the
study, the experience of using communicative tasks in the
pedagogical process that simulate situations of professionally
oriented communication based on an English-language med-
ical text was critically analyzed, examples of tasks with dif-
ferent communicative potential were selected. The relevance
of the study is to find effective technologies for teaching pro-
fessionally oriented communication in the process of study-
ing the content of a foreign-language medical text.

As a result of the study, it was revealed that there is no un-
ambiguous relationship between the volume of the discussed
text or its part and the volume of the communicative task

The
main criterion for assessing the communicative potential of a
task is its multifunctionality, flexibility in application and sit-
uationality, and the possibility of expanding the directions of
communication. The scientific novelty consists of an attempt
to analyze the potential of using situationally oriented com-
municative tasks in the process of working on the content of
an English-language medical text in terms of creating condi-
tions that contribute to the effective development of foreign
language communicative skills of a future doctor.

Pulmonary embolism after vein thrombosis is considered
one of the most common causes of mortality but in most
cases it is preventable. Most emboli originate in deep veins
of the legs. Only a few emboli originate from the pelvis and
the inferior vena cava. In most patients prophylaxis prevents
deep vein thrombosis and pulmonary embolism without
significant side effects [12, c. 79].

Deep vein thrombosis is common though its clinical history
and signs are very unreliable. Up to one-half of the patient
group may have no leg symptoms or signs before presenting
with a pulmonary embolism and even leg symptoms are
nonspecific [c. 80].
